The dance troupe Magali and Didier Mulleras from France will show the second 
phase of its modern dance project named mini@tures at the HCMC's municipal 
theater this Wednesday.

First developed as 100 short film clips for the Web on www.mulleras.com and then 
re-imagined for the stage, mini@tures mixes dance, video and theater, questioning 
the boundaries between the virtual and the real.

The project consists of three phases. Phases 1 and 3, both called real... virtual, 
feature multimedia works while Phase 2, virtual... real, is a stage performance.

Phase 2, created in October 2000, forms the transition of the world of graphics and 
games of Phase 1 to the so-called real world. The performance plays with 
perceptions of time and space, allowing technology and dance to inspire each 
other.

On the stage, four artists dance for 45 minutes in front of such images as of 
moving traffic and a high-speed train that are flashed on a large screen.

The dancers begin interacting with the screen. As the performance continues, their 
relationship with the images becomes increasingly intimate, to the point where the 
performers rarely dance independently of them.

The dance company, founded by French choreographers Magali Viguier-Mulleras 
and Didier Mulleras in Beziers in 1986, started mini@tures in 1998, when they put 
short dance movies online.

Didier Mulleras, who trained in piano, voice and percussion, has composed the 
music for all the company's stage works, combining synthetic and acoustic sound, 
since 1990.

The initial idea of mini@tures was to reach a maximum number of people, 
regardless of where they lived by forming a dance that could be seen on the 
Internet, on CD-ROM, on video and on stages around the world.

Followed by international media, the company is currently on tour, presenting 
shows and films in 19 countries including Brazil, the United States, Portugal, 
Belgium, Germany, Spain, Italy, France, Latvia, Mexico and Korea.
The dance company is also working on its latest project, called Invisible, creating 
a new universe for multimedia users and theatergoers.

Tickets for the show in HCMC cost VND50.000 and VND100,000 and are 
available at the theater at 7 Lam Son Square in District 1.

On their round the world tour, performance troupe Mini@tures, a melting-pot of dance, 
electronic music, web design, video art and live performance, will stop in Hanoi this 
Saturday night.

 
The group slices their performance into three phases: a conceptually pluralist 
choreographing on the stage, a trip from actual to virtual, and then a descent from 
multimedia to the stage, where their fusion of new dance interacts with technology, 
electronic music, video art, and web design.

Mini@tures choreograph and fuse shorter-than-short films and a stage show, where 
movement opens itself to the Internet and other multimedia avenues. 
Whether you see it on the net, CD-ROM, video, or stage, Mini@tures is always short, as 
well as strange, funny and tender. 

Magali Viguier-Mulleras and Didier Mulleras, French choreographers, based their 
dance company in Beziers, south of France in 1986. They work in their studio, the CED 
centre, where they teach and create. They both have had rich, varied, pluralistic training in 
dance, music and theatre. 

Didier was musically trained in piano, voice and percussion, and toured in many Jazz 
bands. Since 1990, he has composed the music for all the company's stage works in an 
eclectic melting-pot of synthetic and acoustic sounds. 

In 1998, owing to their stage director Nicolas Grimal, the company launched their website 
 to host the Mini@tures project as well as their works of Dance and New 

Technologies. 

More than 78,000 people from 70 different countries are connected to their website, and 
have d iscovered the  s i te 's  100 shor t  f i lms  c rea ted  fo r  In te rne t .  

The project received the special jury prize at the Festival CYNET 2000 in Dresden, 
Germany. By 2002, the Mini@tures project had toured France, Portugal, Italy, the U.S., 
Mexico, Latvia and Brazil. 

Magali and Didier Mulleras are part of a new generation of artists who resist remaining 
subjugated under established styles. Their creative process using multimedia, especially 
the Internet, is a new path that many appreciate.

Their curious perception of the world and their dance allows them to confront the 
technological advancements of the new millennium.
